Clues:

1) The magazine touting The iBrain as the bestseller did not predict that a product starting with “i” would be the top new invention.
2) TIME Magazine’s prediction for the bestselling novel was by an author with either a first for last name starting with a vowel.
3) Forbes Magazine chose a new invention with four letters in its name.

4) The crime chosen by the magazine that chose My Presidency as the bestseller did not involve any sort of theft of ideas, money, items, or concepts.

5) The newspaper that chose TiSP as the new invention also chose Occupying Middle Eastern Countries for Dummies as its bestseller. That newspaper was not The New York Times, which chose burglary as its top crime.
6) TIME Magazine chose imprisonment without due process as the top crime.
7) The iHouse (invention), The New Axis of Evil (book), and embezzlement were all chosen by separate magazines.
8) At least one of the magazines/newspapers chose a crime that began with the same first letter as the magazine’s name.

9) The iBrain (invention) was chosen by a newspaper.
10) The iBrain was chosen by the same magazine that chose embezzlement.
